 
STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES OF CLASSIC DAYBOAT SAILING

1.
The Classic Day Boat (CDB) Fleet aims to encourage and coordinate sailing and racing in sailing boats that are of a design that would have seemed familiar to spectators of Chichester Harbour races during the years up to the 1950s , having no sheltered accommodation and having pivoting centreplates or daggerboards. Being more heavily built than a dinghy, such boats must be capable of being left on an open mooring.

CDB sailing is always to be undertaken in a corinthian spirit of sportsmanship and good manners and to socialise accordingly.

Applications by BSC members to become members of the CDB Fleet should be made to the Class Captain for approval by the CDB Committee.

2.
In order to compete in class races a CDB must be a member of the CDB Fleet, have a sail number visible to the Race Officer, carry an anchor and rope and a pair of oars or paddles in the boat. A CDB must be between 11ft – 20ft in length.

3.
All racing will be under BSC Sailing Instructions as may be amended from time to time by the CDB Committee. All participants should be aware of the rules applicable before going afloat. Protests are discouraged and it is hoped good sportsmanship, rule observance and courtesy on the water will prevail.  

4.
At AGMs and EGMs of the CDB Fleet there will be one vote per boat.

5.
Representatives of the different types of boats shall form a committee to aid and advise the Class Captain.

Appointments to the committee will be made by the Class Captain.

6.
A results committee will operate the personal handicap system used for CDB racing and publish the race results on the Club website.
