Any yachts already on the course side of the line at the starting signal  

will be recalled on Channel 72 – yachts failing to return and recross 
the start line will incur a 5% time penalty.

                            50 46.78 N 1 20.64W - yachts racing are to pass to the South 
                            of this buoy (within 250 metres if possible) and crews are to record 

their finishing times when this buoy bears Due North magnetic and report their time to the Race Officer as soon as possible afterwards.
