START LINE: Approximately east/west defined by the line between West Pole and
the mast of Committee Boat ‘Sundancer’, which will be stationed
approximately 400 yards east of West Pole.

Important Note 1: West Pole, being a Chichester Harbour
navigation mark, is NOT the western limit of the line. Although no limit
mark will be laid, entrants must keep at least 200 yards clear of West
Pole throughout the starting period to allow safe passage of harbour
traffic.

Important Note 2: West Pole is characterised by its tripod base,
whilst Bar Beacon is the name of the single post mark to the north
of West Pole.

Important Note 3: Start sequence is 10mins, 5mins, Start.
Important Note 4: The audible start signal may not be heard over
the VHF radio if there is other VHF traffic.

COURSE: Nab Tower (Starboard)

FINISH LINE: Line running due east from Bar Beacon — Crossing within 100 yards of
Bar Beacon. Any yacht crossing the finish line at a greater distance
from Bar Beacon will be deemed not to have sailed the correct course.
