BOSHAM SAILING CLUB - STANDING NOTICE OF RACE FOR THE CONDUCT OF DINGHY AND CLASSIC DAY BOAT RACING 

(Excludes Regattas, Junior Week & Open Meetings) 

Issued April 2011
1. ORGANIZING AUTHORITY AND RACING
1.1:  The Organizing Authority is Bosham Sailing Club (BSC). The “Race Committee” is the BSC 
        Race Committee.

1.2:  This Notice of Race (NOR) covers all racing organised by the BSC for Dinghies and 

Classic Day Boats but excludes Regattas, Junior Week, Senior Week and Open

 Meetings.
1.3:  The schedule of racing will be as per the BSC Red Book or as may be advised or 


amended from time to time on the BSC notice board and/or web site. 
1.4: Racing will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012(RRS), this NOR and any addenda to it, the Class Rules of those classes taking part, the BSC Red Book programme, and the BSC Standing Sailing Instructions (SI). The SI’s and the BSC Buoy Chart & Mark List are an integral part of this Notice of Race.
1.5:  The RRS that are changed and/or amended together with the applicable SI’s are as follows:

RRS 27.3 (SI 6.2):-:RRS 33 (SI 12.3):-:RRS Part 4 Preamble & RRS 40 (SI 3.2):-:RRS 41 (SI 20.1):-:RRS 60.2 (SI 3.2):-:RRS 63.1(SI 3.2 & 19.2):-: RRS A1 (SI 17.1):-:RRS A5 (SI 20.2)
The SI’s may also change other racing rules.
1.6:   Advertising will be restricted to Category A.

1.7:  The Helm of a competing boat must be a member of BSC.
1.8:  An Entry in a series/regatta is defined as a helm in a specific class of boat. In two-handed boats a change of crew from one race to another is acceptable.  

2. DISCLAIMER AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
2.1: DISCLAIMER 
The safety of a yacht participating in a race, training course or other event organised by the Club (an “Event”) and of her entire management including insurance shall be the sole responsibility of the owner/competitor participating who must ensure that the yacht and crew are adequate to face the conditions that may arise in the course of the Event. 
Neither the establishment of any sailing instructions nor any inspection of the yacht in any way limits or reduces the absolute responsibility of the owner/competitor for his crew, his yacht and the management thereof. 
The Club shall not be responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury however caused (other than death or personal injury arising from the negligence of the Club) to the owner/competitor, his or her crew nor any damage caused to other yachts whether participating or not, as a result of their taking part in an Event. 
Every owner/competitor participating in an Event: 
1) warrants the suitability of his yacht for the Event: 
2) warrants that he or she has in place valid and current insurance against third party claims providing cover of at least £2,000,000 against any one claim or series of claims: 
3) undertakes to indemnify the Club against any claim that may be brought against it arising out of his or her negligence or default whilst participating in an Event; and 
4) accepts that the provision of patrol boats by the Club does not relieve him or her of his or her responsibilities.
3. SAFETY INCLUDING SIGNING ON/ OFF AND RETIREMENT
3.1: Competitors must read and comply with the relevant BSC Sailing Instructions before going 

afloat. 
4. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS INCLUDING CHANGES OR ADDITIONS TO THIS NOR 
4.1: Notices to Competitors will be posted on the official notice board or, if appropriate, at the Cobnor Race Hut and may also be posted on the BSC web site. 
5. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS (SI) 
5.1: SIs are available from the Club Office and are also posted on the BSC web site and on the notice board by the signing on lectern in the BSC restaurant.

6. RACING AREA AND COURSES  
6.1: The racing area will be within Chichester Harbour and Hayling Bay
6.2: Details of the method of setting courses are given in the SIs. 
7. TIME LIMITS 
7.1: There is no time limit unless specifically advised for the length of a particular race or series in accordance with NOR 4.1. However, Competitors should note SI 13.1.2 (Starting time limit).
8. SCORING 
8.1: Scoring shall be as per the RRS low points system (see RRS Appendix A for details) but RRS A2 (“series scores”) may be varied and the details of scoring for each club series or trophies where there is more than one race will be displayed on a separate addendum posted on the BSC web site and on the noticeboard by the signing on lectern in the BSC restaurant. A Boat appearing alone at the start is entitled to sail the course and to be awarded points accordingly in other words “one boat makes a race”.
9. RESULTS 
9.1: Results will be posted on the Official Notice Board in the BSC and on the BSC web site.
